Road Superintendent Al Heiser requested support from the Commission regarding a snow
plowing request from the ND Department of Transportation. The Commission supported
Road Superintendent Al Heiser’s decision in declining the request was due to the roads
condition.

Road Superintendent Al Heiser reported there is funding in the budget for a new belly-
dump truck, however, Road Superintendent Al Heiser would like to use the funds to lease
three belly-dump trucks instead.

Tim Kelly, Kadrmas, Lee & Jackson, gave the engineers report.
Mike Schnetzer, Ulteig Engineering, was absent due to weather conditions.

Bob Swanson, Rani Engineering, provided an update regarding the City of Dickinson’s
railroad quiet zone, which includes some crossings in Stark County. This project does
not bind Stark County to any decisions or funding.

Casey Willis, Infinity Wind Power, provided an update for the Wind Power Energy
project, which is located South of Hebron on the Stark County and Morton County line.
The application process will begin in the first quarter of 2014 with the target operational
day at the end of 2015. The Commission advised Casey Wills to file the appropriate
applications for the Stark County Zoning Board.

Emergency Director/911 Coordinator Bill Fahlsing provided an update on the Regional
Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan, which is complete and approved by the North Dakota
Department of Emergency Services and from FEMA pending the adoption of the Plan
through a Resolution. Comm. Wolf moved to adopt Resolution 2013-12-1 and
authorized Chairman Zander to sign the Resolution. Comm. Elkin seconded. All voted
Aye and the motion carried.

Chairman Zander discussed the City of Dickinson’s ETZ zone. States Attorney Tom
Henning advised that in the ETZ zone taxes are collected for the County, zoning is the
responsibility of the City of Dickinson and the County may decide who will be
responsible for permitting. Chairman Zander requested States Attorney Tom Henning
send a letter to the City of Dickinson stating that Stark County will maintain the
permitting in the ETZ zone. Comm. Wolf moved to allow States Attorney Tom Henning
to send the letter to the City of Dickinson stating that Stark County will maintain the
permitting in the ETZ zone.

Comm. Wolf will review the document and it will be placed on the December 30"
meeting.

Commissioner Elkin presented a recommendation from the Zoning Board to approve the
request from South Heart Rail Terminal, LLC. The request was for a zoning change from
Agricultural to Industrial located in the E2NW4 Lots 1 and 2 of Section7, Township 139,
Range 98, in the NE4 of Section 7 Township 139 Range 98, in the SE4 of Section 7
Township 139 Range 98, in the SW4 of Section 7 Township 139 Range 98 and in the
SE4 of Section 6 Township 139 Range 98 containing approximately 686.06 acres.
