Hoff moved to adopt a resolution making Social Service’s salary increases
effective January 1* of each year. Comm. Elkin seconded. Roll call vote. All voted Aye
and motion carried.

Comm. Wolf moved to authorize Chairman Zander to sign the Juvenile Detention Service
Contract with the North Dakota Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation. Comm.
Elkin seconded. All voted Aye and motion carried.

Craig Kubas, Kadrmas, Lee & Jackson, gave the engineer’s report.

Marie McCabe, Human Resources, gave an update on the Salary Study, with completion
being on or before June 24, 2011.



Comm. Hoff presented a recommendation from the Zoning Board to approve Byron
Richard’s request for a zoning change from Agricultural to Industrial with a one year
Conditional Use Permit limited to 20 campers or small trailers. The location being
approximately 50 acres located in part of the SW4 Section 16, Township 139, Range 99.
Comm. Hoff moved to accept the Zoning Boards recommendation to approve Byron
Richard’s zoning change from Agricultural to Industrial. Comm. Elkin seconded. Roll
call vote. All voted Aye and the motion carried.

Bill Fahlsing, Emergency Manager/911 Coordinator, gave an update on the tower project.

Melissa Schneider and Aaron Boswell requested an access road be built by Stark County
on County Road 37. Discussion was held regarding Melissa Schneider and Aaron
Boswell to build the road to county specifications and then Stark County would maintain
the road.

Shawn Kessel, City Administrator, reported that the City of Dickinson approved a
contribution for the Theodore Roosevelt Plaza landscaping contingent upon Stark County
matching the contribution.

Shawn Kessel, City Administrator, invited the Commission and Road Superintendent Al
Hesier to review a by-pass truck route at 9:00 am, May 31* with the City of Dickinson
and Department of Transportation.
