Sheriff Oestreich 
Sheriff Oestreich provided his monthly report which included the following: 

- 172 criminal papers were received and 151 were served; 

- The arrest tally included 10 accidents, 104 stops, 40 citations, and 16 warnings; 

- The Sheriff Sales and foreclosures received 6 executions, 2 Sheriff Sales, and 

revenue of $1,298; 

- 119 civil papers were received and 96 were served; 

- Transports included 1for another county, 17 criminal, 13 daily court, 13 mental 

health, and 3 juveniles;  

- The truck reg. program had a total of $0.00 in fines and $24,964.54 in permits; 

- The 24/7 program had a total of $2,378 in revenue. 

 

In addition the Sheriff’s Department has a deputy assigned to the Narcotics Task Force and 

will be providing a quarterly report. 



- 18 cases opened this quarter; 

- 8 cases this quarter being the primary agent/1 case still working from 2nd quarter; 

- Approximately 172.31 grams of cocaine bought or seized this quarter; 

- Approximately 12,077.27 grams of marijuana bought or seized this quarter; 

- Approximately 81.37 grams of methamphetamine bought or seized this quarter. 

 

Road Superintendent - Al Heiser 
Mr. Heiser presented his monthly report to include hauling gravel which is currently being 

assisted through seven leased trucks working with Stark County. Mr. Heiser will be getting 

additional assistance with funding coming out of the highway distribution fund.
